• �Those who, although without a degree qualification, have a proven background in

experience and academic study deemed to be equivalent to a degree;
• ��Those who have completed a degree in a non-theological area but who wish to bridge

into postgraduate programmes in theology, such as the Master of Theology offered
by the Laidlaw Graduate School.
