Sam Burrows lectures in theology and education papers,
and has a broad range of teaching experience in New
Zealand schools.

The thesis explored current trends in spirituality in
Aotearoa and the wider West, tracking the major
cultural influences of these phenomena and offering
a theological response. He is active in education
conferences across Australasia, while also serving on
staff at Saint Augustine’s Anglican church in Auckland.

Miriam Jessie Fisher lectures in the Education
programme in Otautahi, and has taught in Aotearoa,
England and Australia, across all year levels from NE-
year 8. She has a passion for the arts and faith, and has
recently completed her MTh: Ancient Women, Present
God - an exercise in manaakitanga, involving academic
research and writing, and multimodal theology using
textiles, poetry and spoken word. She is interested in
how children acquire theology and how the big topics
can be taught well in Christian Educational institutions.
She is interested in theological expression that honours
the context of Aotearoa New Zealand and all the
richness of bicultural partnerships, including the use of
Te Reo Maori and NZSL.
