OTHER COSTS

When ordering regalia online, all graduands are given the option to donate $5.00 to the Kate Edger Educational Charitable
Trust.

Laidlaw graduands will not be required to pay a bond, however any regalia returned after 4:30 pm on Tuesday 1 May will
incur late fees.

Optional - Hassle free return service: When ordering, graduands can purchase a postage prepaid box for $10 for returning
regalia. After the ceremony, graduands simply put regalia in the box and call NZ Couriers to arrange sending regalia back to
Academic Dress Hire.
